We the participants of the Multidisciplinary Intellectual Exchange for Women
Leaders from the United States, Japan, Republic of Korea and the Philippines on migration,
trafficking and women's human rights, convened by the Center for Women Policy Studies
and its sister organizations, held from April 16" to 19", 2012 in Honolulu, Hawaii, express
our deep concern with the current scandal over the inappropriate conduct of the US Secret
Service and US military personnel in Cartagena, Colombia.

We would like to point out that this unfortunately, is not an isolated incident. For
many decades, the countries and localities represented at this conference have and continue
to host US military bases and personnel. Throughout these decades and up to this time, we
have also witnessed military prostitution which likely have included trafficked women.
Women in our countries have experienced violence including murder, rape and sexual assault
perpetrated by visiting U.S. military personnel. Desertion, abandonment of children fathered
by U.S. military personnel, and other forms of oppression have also been documented
repeatedly by women's groups, NGOs, and government agencies.

In Japan, the Republic of Korea and the Philippines, even the most grave cases of
abuse have been ignored or suppressed. Those that have come to trial have often also resulted
in miscarriages of justice. Laws, policies and programs of the U.S. government have proven
ineffectual. The official policy is not working.

These incidents reveal to us a continuing mindset of the U.S. military personnel that
is harmful to women in general but especially so for women of other nationalities who may
have numerous other vulnerabilities.

We therefore respectfully demand:
1) An end to military prostitution. It must be made clear that the US military personnel
cannot buy sex, as specified in the U.S. Uniform Code of Military Justice Article

138-34 (on pandering and prostitution).

2) An end to rape and sexual assault perpetrated by U.S. military personnel. Cases must
be prosecuted to the fullest and to the satisfaction of the victims.

3) An end to the abandonment of women and children by U.S. personnel. Children
fathered by U.S. military men must be acknowledged and extended financial support.




4) Undertaking of training on women's human rights jointly supervised by the U.S.
government and the host country with the cooperation of women's groups must be
undertaken.

We note that the US government has issued implementation guidelines for UN
Security Council Resolution 1325, but this is insufficient to address this matter. We look
forward to hearing back from you at the earliest possible moment.
